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Artist, author, lecturer, judge, and favored instructor, Luana Luconi Winner was educated in Rome, Florence, Switzerland, and the USA. Her fine art pieces, murals, and portraits of CEOs, Chancellors, Military Officers, Government Officials, Debutantes, and families hang in corporations, universities, government buildings, museums, and residences stateside and abroad.
Luana is a founding member of the Portrait Society of America, North Carolina State Ambassador, and part of their international critique committee. She is also an elected Master Circle member of IAPS, a Signature Member of PSA, a lifetime member and current President of the PSNC, an active member of several art boards and national art organizations.
